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The Mesa Fire Department is restoring its Driver’s Safety Program thanks to a $5,000 
donation to East Valley Firefighters Charities from CSE Insurance Company. 

The program was cut when funds were not available. The donation will allow 960 students 
at the district’s six comprehensive high schools to receive driver’s safety education.
